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Criteria for the Selection of Mid-Term Reviews of the Darwin Initiative
The following criteria are used to select projects Mid-Term review:
1. Significant positive biodiversity Impact/legacy 
2. Innovation

3. New funding area

4. Lessons learning

5. Thematic reviews

6. Value for money

7. Problem solving

8. Geographic spread
1. Positive biodiversity impact:  Projects that are demonstrating or have potential for high positive impact on conservation, sustainable use and sharing of benefits of biodiversity
2. Innovation: Projects that demonstrate promising and innovative elements especially in relation to CBD current emphasis;
3. New funding area:  If the project is working in biodiversity discipline that is not often funded or new to DI support;
4. Lessons learning:  Projects that have the potential to demonstrate lessons and biodiversity learning;
5. Thematic reviews:  Projects that will provide case study material for the Thematic reviews;
6. Value for money:  Projects that have the potential to demonstrate exceptional value for money;
7. Problem solving:  Projects that have identified implementation problems by the project leader or reviewer.  The MTR aimed at providing positive support towards achieving outputs and project purpose;
8. Geographic spread:  Reviews will be held across the main geographic spread of DI support.
